Mainly to assist in notional hours as well as breaking down the learning intentions – e.g. the next concept “identify and explain” is integral to the learning intention, but could be covered in half a lesson, with another half of the lesson being directed to ‘making connections’ for the more able students, and a rotation station for the remaining students to work on consolidating the knowledge they have learnt so far
	· Brainstorm prior knowledge: as a class, students brainstorm as many literature genres they can. A scribe creates a mind-map on the board. 
· Compare and Contrast: differences and similarities between these texts (purpose, audience, text structures, etc)
